formal presentation.  

STEP 3:  Institution submits 

Response Document to 

CCGS 5-7 days prior to for-

mal presentation.   

STEP 4: Formal Presenta-

tion and  CCGS votes. 

(Meetings held last Friday in 

Jan, March, May, July, Sept, 

Nov.)    

Recommended program is  posted on OBR website for public comment.  The 

chancellor then makes final decision based on CCGS recommendation and  

public comment (time frame usually less than 4 weeks).
