· With the submission of an unencumbered Respiratory Care license, students will receive 10 credit hours of AHLT 37XEC which will be used to replace the upper division elective courses.
· See Youngstown State Transfer Guide for course options. 
· All courses are offered on a 7-week accelerated schedule. Each semester there will be two 7-week sessions offered. This Transfer Pathway represents one example of how to complete an associate and bachelor degree. 
· Students should work closely with advisors at both institutions to discuss options.
